It was mentioned in the previous week (week ending 25th March 2012) that 42 
cases and 3 deaths occurred in Andhra Pradesh due to Influenza A H1N1. From 
26th March 2012 to 1st April 2012, further 19 cases and 1 death occurred in the 
state. These new cases are mostly reported from Hyderabad and Ranga Reddy 
districts.
