A total of 266 fever cases were reported from Villages Chandrakhar, 
Jalikheda, Dhasi Chatu, Chokipura, Saheli, Purani chichi, Morpani, Jam, 
Purani Bandi, Maryapura, Block Sukhtawa, District Hoshangabad   in 
43rd week (week ending 27th October 2013). Further 483 fever cases 
were reported during 28th October – 3rd November, 2013. Out of 749 
blood smears collected 106 smears were positive for P.falciparum and 24 
smears were positive for P. vivax.  Entomological survey done. 
Antilarval activities done. Health education given regarding personal 
protection.
