Antimicrobial Resistance (AMR) is a growing threat to public health which needs urgent
attention. Ministry of Health and Family Welfare (MOHFW) has already taken a series of
initiatives for tackling the problem including formulation of National Policy, establishing a
National Program and formulating National Action Plan (NAP-AMR) which provides a broad

framework for containment of Anti-Microbial Resistance.

World Antimicrobial Awareness Week (WAAW) is celebrated from 18-24 November every year

and the theme for the year 2021 is “Spread Awareness, Stop Resistance”. The overarching

slogan of WAAW continues to be “Antimicrobials: Handle with Care”.
